Practice 1

THE NOUN

A Noun is a word used as the name of a person, place or thing.

Note: The word thing is used to mean anything that we can think of.

Look at the following sentence:

Asoka was a wise king.

The noun Asoka refers to a particular king, but the noun king might be applied to any other king as well as to Asoka. We call Asoka a Proper Noun, and king a Common Noun.

Similarly:

Sita is a Proper Noun, while girl is a Common Noun.

Hart is a Proper Noun, while boy is a Common Noun.

The word girl is a Common Noun, because it is a name common to all girls, while Sita is a Proper Noun because it is the name of a particular girl.

Def. - A Common Noun is a name given in common to every person or thing of the same class or kind.

[Common here means shared by all.]

Def. - A Proper Noun is the name of some particular person or place,

[Proper means one's own. Hence a Proper Name is a person's own name.]

Note 1 - Proper Nouns are always written with a capital letter at the beginning. Note 2 - Proper Nouns are sometimes used as Common Nouns; as,

1. He was the Lukman (= the wisest man) of his age.

2. Kalidas is often called the Shakespeare (= the greatest dramatist) of India.

Common Nouns include what are called Collective Nouns and Abstract Nouns

A Collective Noun is the name of a number (or collection) of persons or things taken together and spoken of as one whole; as, Crowd, mob, team, flock, herd, army, fleet, jury, family, nation, parliament, committee.

A fleet = a collection of ships or vessels.

An army = a collection of soldiers.

A crowd = a collection of people.

The police dispersed the crowd.

The French army was defeated at Waterloo.

The jury found the prisoner guilty.

A herd of cattle is passing.

An Abstract Noun is usually the name of a quality, action, or state considered apart from the object to which it belongs; as.

Quality - Goodness, kindness, whiteness, darkness, hardness, brightness, honesty, wisdom, bravery.

Action - Laughter, theft, movement, judgment, hatred.

State - Childhood, boyhood, youth, slavery, sleep, sickness, death, poverty.

The names of the Arts and Science (e.g., grammar, music, chemistry, etc.) are also Abstract Nouns.

[We can speak of a brave soldier, a strong man, a beautiful flower. But we can also think of these qualities apart from any particular person or thing, and speak of bravery, strength, beauty by themselves. So also we can speak of what persons do or feel apart from the persons themselves, and give it a name. The word abstract means drawn off.]

Abstract Nouns are formed:

(1) From Adjectives; as,

Kindness from kind; honesty from honest.

[Most abstract nouns are formed thus.]

(2) From Verbs: as,

Obedience from obey; growth from grow.

(3) From Common Nouns; as,

Childhood from child; slavery from slave.

 Another classification of nouns is whether they are “countable” or “uncountable”.

Countable nouns (or countables) are the names of objects, people, etc. that we can count, e.g., book, pen, apple, boy, sister, doctor, horseUncountable nouns (or uncountables) are the names of things which we cannot count, e.g., milk, oil, sugar, gold, honesty. They mainly denote substances and abstract things.

Countable nouns have plural forms while uncountable nouns do not. For example, we say “books” but we cannot say “milks”.
Formation of the Possessive Case(1) When the noun is Singular, the Possessive Case is formed by adding ‘s to the noun; as,

The boy's book; the king's crown.

Note:- The letter s is omitted in a few words where too many hissing sounds would come

together; as, For conscience' sake; for goodness' sake;

For justice' sake; for Jesus' sake; Moses' laws.

(2) When the noun is Plural, and ends in s, the Possessive Case is formed by adding only

an apostrophe; as, Boys' school; girls' school; horses' tails.

(3) When the noun is Plural but does not end in s, the Possessive sign is formed by adding 's as, Men's club; children's books.

When a noun or a title consists of several words, the Posses sive sign is attached only to the last word; as, The King of Bhutan's visit.

The Prime Minister of Mauritius's speech.

When two nouns are in apposition, the possessive sign is put to the latter only; as, That is Tagore the poet's house.

 Also when two nouns are closely connected, the possessive is put to the latter; as, Karim and Salim's bakery.

William and Mary's reign.

 Each of two or more connected nouns implying separate possession must take the possessive sign; as,

Raja Rao's and R.K. Narayan's novels.

Goldsmith's and Cowper's poems.

Use of the Possessive Case

The Possessive Case is now used chiefly with the names of living thing; as,

The Governor’s bodyguard; the lion’s mane. So we must say:

The leg of the table [not, the table's leg].

The cover of the book [not, the book's cover].

The roof of the house [not, the house's roof).

 But the Possessive is used with the names of personified (When n inanimate thing has

ascribed to it the attributes of a person it is said to be personified. (See § 28)) objects; as,

India's heroes; Nature's laws; Fortune's favourite; at duty's call; at death's door.

 The Possessive is also used with nouns denoting time, space or weight; as,

A day's march; a week's holiday; in a year's time; a stone's throw; a foot's length; a

pound's weight.

The following phrases are also in common use:-

At his fingers' ends; for mercy's sake; to his heart's content; at his wit's end; a boat's crew.

The possessive of a proper name or of a noun denoting a trade, profession, orrelationship may be used to denote a building or place of business (church, house, school)

                                Semantic characteristics of nouns

The noun is the central lexical unit of language. It is the main nominative unit of speech. As any other part of speech, the noun can be characterised by three criteria: semantic (the meaning), morphological (the form and grammatical categories) and syntactical (functions, distribution).

Semantic features of the noun. The noun possesses the grammatical meaning of thingness, substantiality. According to different principles of classification, nouns fall into several subclasses: 

1. According to the type of nomination they may be proper and common;

2. According to the form of existence they may be animate and inanimate. Animate nouns in their turn fall into human and non-human.

3. According to their quantitative structure nouns can be countable and uncountable.

This set of subclasses cannot be put together into one table because of the different principles of classification.

                        Common Nouns

Activity A   “NAME THAT NOUN”

Procedure: 1. The day before, tell students to bring in two objects from home––one a count noun and one a noncount noun. Encourage them to find unusual items.

2. Collect the objects and distribute them around the class with a number for each.

3. Have the students walk around, looking at the objects. On a paper, they write what noun they think each number indicates and whether it is count or noncount. They can write only one noun for each number (so if two apples and a pear have the same number, they must write “fruit”).

                           Morphological  characteristics of noun

Morphological features of the noun. In accordance with the morphological structure of the stems all nouns can be classified into: simple, derived (stem + affix, affix + stem – thingness); compound (stem+ stem – armchair ) and composite (the Hague). The noun has morphological categories of number and case. Some scholars admit the existence of the category of gender.

                                                 Category of number 

Number is a grammatical category of nouns which denotes the number of objects, expressed by a word.
In English there are two numbers: singular and plural. The formal signal of the singular number is a zero morpheme, while the usual signal of plurality -/e/s. The formation of plural by means -/e/s is considered to be productive, but in Modern English there are some non-productive types of plural number, as for instance:
a) suffix - en : ox – oxen
b) variation of vowels in the root of a word:
tooth-teeth; goose-geese; mouse-mice; man-men,
c) variation of vowels of the root  suffix- "ren" children;
d) homonymous forms for both sing and plural:

sheep – sheep

deer – deer

swine – swine
With regard to the category of number English nouns fall under two sub​classes: countable and uncountable. The latter is again subdivided into those having no plural form and those having no singular. The former type is called Pluralia tantum: clothes, goods, the latter - singularia tantum: milk, water. 
The category of case
The category of case correlates with the objectivecategory of possession. The case category in English is realized through theopposition: The Common Case ::The Possessive Case (sister: sister’s). However,\in modern linguistics the term “genitive case” is used instead of the “possessivecase” because the meanings rendered by the “`s” sign are not only those of possession. The scope of meanings rendered by the Genitive Case is the following:

1. Possessive Genitive : Mary’s father – Mary has a father,

2. Subjective Genitive: The doctor’s arrival – The doctor has arrived,

3. Objective Genitive : The man’s release – The man was released,

4. Genitive of origin: the boy’s story – the boy told the story,

5. Descriptive Genitive: children’s books – books for children

6. Genitive of measure and partitive genitive: a mile’s distance, a day’s trip

7. Appositive genitive: the city of London.

                                Category of  GENDER
You know that living beings are of either the male or the female sex. Now compare the words in the following pairs:

Boy (Lion, Hero, Cock-sparrow)        Girl (Lioness, Heroine, Hen-sparrow)

What do you notice?

The first word of each pair is the name of a male animal.

The second word of each pair is the name of a female animal.

A noun that denotes a male animal is said to be of the Masculine Gender. [Gender comes from Latin genus, kind or sort.]

A noun that denotes a female animal is said to be of the Feminine Gender.

A noun that denotes either a male or a female is said to be of the Common Gender; as Parent, child, friend, pupil, servant, thief, relation, enemy, cousin, person, orphan, student, baby, monarch, neighbour, infant. 

A noun that denotes a thing that is neither male nor female (i.e., thing without life) is said to be of the Neuter Gender; as,

Book, pen, room, tree.

[Neater means neither, that is, neither male nor female]

It will be thus seen that in Modern English the Gender of a noun is entirely a matter of sex or the absence of sex. It has nothing to do with the form of a noun, which determines its gender in many other languages, e.g., in Urdu where bagiche is masculine and lakri is feminine.

Objects without life are often personified, that is, spoken of as if they were living beings. We then regard them as males or females.

The Masculine Gender is often applied to objects remarkable for strength and violence; as,

The Sun, Summer, Winter, Time, Death,

The sun sheds his beams on rich and poor alike.

The Feminine Gender is sometimes applied to objects remarkable for beauty, gentleness, and gracefulness; as,

The Moon, the Earth, Spring, Autumn, Nature, Liberty, Justice, Mercy, Peace, Hope, Charity.

The moon has hidden her face behind a cloud.

Spring has spread her mantle of green over the earth.

Peace hath her victories no less renowned than war.

This use is most common in poetry but certain nouns are personified in nrose too. A shin is often spoken of as she; as,

The article
In structural grammars the article is often dispensed with as a separate part of speech and absorbed into the adjective class.

The definite and the indefinite article as mutually exclusive stand in obvious contrast. Their use is built around contrasting definiteness and indefiniteness, generalisation and concretisation.

With absence of article functioning as a term in the article system (sometimes referred to as the zero-form) distinction must also be made between such contrastive uses based on the category of number as: Singular (the indefinite article) :: Plural (absence of article) Countable (the indefinite article) :: Uncountable (absence of article)

                       The basic use of the articles 
A/an is the indefinite article, and the is the definite article. We use the when it is clear which one we mean. This can happen in three different ways. Firstly, by repetition: we say an exhibition when we first mention it, but the exhibition when it is mentioned again, when it means 'the exhibition just mentioned'. Secondly, when there is only one: the captain. And thirdly, because a phrase or clause after the noun makes clear which one is meant: the woman sitting behind us.

                                The   Verb

Grammatically verbs are the most complex part of speech. This is due to the central role they play in the expression of predicativity of the sentence, establishing the relationship between the target situation or event named in the utterance and the reality. 

                        1. Functional classification of verbs

According to their functions, verbs can be divided into three major categories or classes: lexical or full verbs, primary verbs and auxiliary modal verbs 

a) The grammatical categorical meaning of lexical or full verbs is to denote action, process 
or state dynamically, i.e. developing in time. 

b) There are only three primary verbs: be, have and do, the most common verbs in English.

They form a separate class because they can be used either as main verbs or as auxiliary verbs.

He was in the hotel with his family. He has a big family – a wife and six children.

The did everything to save the child.

Special attention should be paid to the primary verb be. 

When the primary verbs lose their lexical meaning they are used as auxiliaries to show how the main verb is to be understood.

1. The auxiliary have is used to form the perfect aspect: I have just come home.

2.The auxiliary be is used to form the progressive or continuous aspect: He is having lunch.

3.The auxiliary be is also used to form the passive voice: The letter was sent to him.

4.The auxiliary do is used in negative statements and in questions; this is known as do insertion. For instance:

Where do you live?

He does not speak French.

c) modal verbs (can, may, must, could, might, have to, be able to, have to, shall, will, should, would, need, etc.) are used only as auxiliary verbs to express ability, possibility, obligation, necessity, volition or prediction of the action, process or state which is denoted by the main verb.

Cf.: People thought he might have been joking.(possibility)

He would probably go there. (volition/prediction)

        2. Semantic classification of lexical (full) verbs

Linguists differentiate seven semantic classes of full verbs

They are: activity verbs, communication verbs, mental verbs, causative verbs, verbs of occurrence, verbs of existence or relationship, and verbs of aspect. 1. Activity verbs usually refer to an action performed intentionally by an agent or ‘doer’.

The twenty most commonly used activity verbs in conversation, fiction, newspaper writing and academic prose are: bring, get, make, play, take, buy, give, meet, put, try, come, go, move, run, use, follow, leave, pay, show, work.

2. Communication verbs form a special subclass of activity verbs that involve communication activities, particularly verbs describing speech and writing: You said you didn’t have it.

The twelve most commonly used ‘communication’ verbs are: ask, offer, talk, call, say, tell claim, speak, shout, thank, describe, suggest, write.

4. Causative verbs, such as allow, let, enable, require, cause, force and help indicate that some person or things help to bring about a new state of affairs. These verbs often occur with a derived noun as the direct object, which reports the action or event that was facilitated (in the examples below the direct object is underlined). For instance:

This information enables the formulation of precise questions.

Still other rules cause the deletion of elements from the structureother cases , the resulting action or event is expressed in a complement (i.e. objective) clause that follows the causative verb:

What caused you to be ill?

This would help the volume of gas to be calculated.

5. Verbs of occurrence report events that occur without an actor. Often the subjects of  these verbs are effected by the event that is described by the verb, as in these examples (subjects are underlined):

The lights changed.

Resistant organisms may develop in the alimentary tract.

The term ‘feature’ has occurred many times in this chapter.

Seven verbs of occurrence are especially common in English: become, grow, change, happen, develop, occur, die.

6. Verbs of existence or relationship report a state of existence or a logical relationship that exists between entities. Some of the most common existence verbs are copular verbs: be, seem, appear, go, grow, look, feel, sound, smell, taste, remain, keep, turn, get, become, prove, exist, etc.

Witnesses said he appeared happy and relaxed.

It was growing dark when we set out.

7. Verbs of aspect characterize the stage of progress of an event or activity. These verbs usually occur with a non-finite complement clause following the verb. Some common ‘aspect’ verbs are: begin, start, commence, continue, proceed, keep, go on, stop give up, etc.

She kept running out of the room.

He couldn’t stop talking about me.

Tears started to trickle down his cheeks.

                          3. Morphological classification of verbs

Verbs traditionally fall into two sets of morphological classes: regular and irregular verbs,

and finite and non-finite verbs. 1. The main principle of the morphological classification of verbs is the way how they form simple past and past participle or participle II. Accordingly verbs are divided into two large groups: regular and irregular verbs. Regular verbs form past simple and past participle by adding the inflectional suffix –ed, while irregular verbs form these forms individually. English irregular verbs can be differentiated into the following subgroups:

2. Finite and non-finite forms of the verb differ both in the number of the categories they possess and in their syntactical functions. There are three non-finite forms of the verb: the infinitive, the participle (two forms of participle: participle I or present participle, which isthe inflectional suffix -ed for regular verbs and other means of word-forming for irregular verbs: danced, taken, etc.), and the gerund.

       Finite forms are distinguished from the non-finites as follows:

1. Finite verbs can occur independently (i.e. without copular verbs or modal auxiliaries) as a simple predicate, while non-finite verb forms can function as part of a complex verbal predicate. This functional distinction between finite and non-finite verbs is called FINITNESS.

Non-finite verbs can also perform other syntactic functions in a sentence. Cf.:

finite verb: Nick speaks five languages. (simple verbal predicate)

Non-finite verb forms: 1. Nick can speak five languages. (infinitive, part of a compound modal verbal predicate.)

2. Dancing is my favorite good pastime. (gerund, subject)

3. I like dancing. (gerund, direct object)

4. He sat on the sofa reading a book. (participle I, adv. Modifier of attending circumstances)

5. He saw a dancing girl. (participle I, attribute)

6. There was a broken vase in the box. (participle II, attribute)

2. Finite verbs have TENSE contrast (i.e. the distinction between present and past tenses:

She works hard. She worked hard.) while non-finite verb forms don’t have tense distinction, i.e. they don’t have grammatical category of tense.

3. Finite verbs have grammatical categories of PERSON and NUMBER while non-finite verbs don’t have any of these distinctions. There is a person and number concord between the subject of a clause and the finite simple verbal predicate. This concord is particularly clear with the present tense of the verb be (I am; you are; he/she/it is; we/you/they are). But with most full verbs overt (თვალსაჩინო, აშკარა) concord is restricted to a contrast between the 3rd person singular present and other persons or plural number:

He / She / Jim reads the paper every morning.

I / We / You / They read the paper every morning formed with the help of inflectional suffix -ing: dancing, and participle II or past participle with4. Both, finite and non-finite verbs have different grammatical forms for ASPECT distinction.Aspect requires a choice between the non-perfect and the perfect forms, and between the non-progressive and progressive (i.e. non-continuous and continuous) forms. Compare: Finite verb formsHe writes poems. (simple: non-perfect, non-progressive).He has written poems. (perfect: auxiliary have + participle II; non-progressive)

He is writing poems. (progressive: auxiliary be + participle I; non-perfect)

He has been writing poems. (perfect, progressive)

Non-finite verb forms (modal auxiliary must + bare infinitive):

He must write poems. (bare infinitive simple, non-perfect, non-progressive)

He must have written poems. (bare infinitive, perfect, non-progressive)

He must be writing poems. (bare infinitive, progressive, non-perfect)

He must have been writing poems. (bare infinitive, perfect, progressive)

5. Both, finite and non-finite verbs (except the gerund) have different grammatical forms for VOICE DISTINCTION. Voice involves a contrast between active and passive. The active form of the verb shows that the action denoted by it is performed by the subject of the sentence, while the passive form indicates that the action is performed upon the subject. Cf. the following:

                                    Active voice Passive voice

He writes poems. Poems must be written by him.

He has written poems. Poems must have been written by him.

Having written the letter, he left the room. The letter having been written, he left the room

6. Finite verbs have different forms to mark the grammatical category of MOOD (which requires a choice between the indicative, imperative and subjunctive mood) while non-finite verb forms are devoid of this grammatical category.

Due to the above-mentioned grammatical categories of tense, person, number, aspect, voice and mood, finite verbs are capable to perform independently syntactic function of a simple predicate in a sentence. The number of these categories being restricted to aspect and voice, non-finite verb forms are devoid of this feature 

                         4. Structural classes of verbs

Verbs are characterized by specific forms of word-building. The verb stems may be simple, derived, composite and phrasal.

a) Simple or root verbs consist of a content morpheme that cannot be analyzed any further into smaller parts. Such verbs are not numerous. For instance: ask, go, play, take, tell, declare, etc.

b) Derived verbs fall into four subclasses according to their word-building peculiarities:

 Derived verbs, which are formed by means of conversion (zero-suffixation). The most common type of conversion is “noun – verb” conversion, such as: a cloud – to cloud, a house – to house, a park – to park, a book – to book, etc.

 The sound-replacive type of derivation. Cf.: food – to feed, blood – to bleed;

 The stress-replacive type of derivation which is unproductive. Cf.: 'import – to im'port,transport – to trans'port, etc.

 Derived verbs, which are formed by means of affixation (a root morpheme + an affix: prefix or suffix), represent the most common type of derivation.

There are many different derivational prefixes used to form new verbs in English. The most common derivational prefixes, in order of frequency of occurrence, are: 
prefix meaning of prefix examples

re- again rearm, rebuild, redefine, refinance, rename

dis- opposite, apart disarm, disconnect, discontinue, dislike

over- too much, across, beyond overcome, overeat, overtire, overwork

un- opposite, in reverse unbend, uncouple, unfold, unload, unpack

mis- wrong, poorly misinform, mispronounce, misunderstand

out- beyond, further outbid, outdo, outgrow, outweigh

There are only a few derivational suffixes used for verb formation. The suffixes are listed below in order of frequency of occurrence: suffix meaning of suffix examples

-ize/-ise2 to (cause to) become computerize, energize, realize, stabilize

-en to (cause to) become awaken, flatten, lengthen, moisten

-ate to (cause to) become activate, congratulate, liquidate, regulate

-(i)fy to (cause to) become beautify, codify, exemplify, notify

c) Compound or composite verbs consist of two or more roots: blackmail, broadcast, whitewash,

d) Phrasal verbs are represented by two specific types: the first is a combination of the head verb have, give and take (occasionally some others) with a noun. This type of phrasal verbs has as its equivalent an ordinary simple verb. Cf.: to have a smoke – to smoke; to give a smile – to smile; to take a stroll – to stroll.

The second is a combination of a head-verb with a preposition that has a specifying value.

Cf.: stand up, go on, give in, give up, get along, etc

                     1. DIALOGUE ADVICE

                  Uses of the simple present tense

Form: subject + first form of the verb

1. I write.

2. He writes.

3. She writes.

4. You write.

5. They write.

Carefully notice the marker -s in the second and third sentences. When the subject is a singular verb we add the marker -s to the verb in a simple present tense.

The simple present tense is used to talk about a habitual action.

He gets up at 8 am.

He drinks tea in the morning.

She keeps her home neat and tidy.

General truths

The simple present tense can be used to talk about general truths.

Honey is sweet.

The sun rises in the east.

Fortune favors the brave.

In exclamatory sentences beginning with here and there

The simple present tense is used in exclamatory sentences beginning with here and there to express what is actually happening in the present.

There goes your husband!

Here comes the bus!

Future events that are part of a time table

The simple present tense is used to talk about future events that are part of a fixed timetable.

The train leaves at 6 pm.

The match starts at 9 o’clock.

The next flight is at 6:30 tomorrow morning.

Note also the other uses of the simple present tense.

1) to introduce quotations

Keats says, ‘A thing of beauty is a joy for ever.’

2) in clauses of time and condition

I will call you when dinner is ready. (NOT I will call you when dinner will be ready.)

I will go abroad after I finish my studies. (NOT I will go abroad after I will finish my studies.)

3) in broadcast commentaries

In broadcast commentaries on sporting events, the simple present tense is used instead of the present continuous tense to talk about activities in progress.                                                                    
    Uses of the past tenses 

The simple past tense

Form: Subject + past tense of the verb

I worked.

She sang.

He played.

Mother cooked.

The simple past tense is used to talk about an action completed in the past. It is often used with adverbs or adverb phrases of past time.

I met him yesterday.

His father died last year.

I received the letter a week ago.

The simple past tense is sometimes used without an adverb of time. In such cases, the time of the action may be either implied or indicated by the context.

The simple past tense is also used to talk about habitual actions in the past.

When I was in college, I studied eight hours a day. (= When I was in college, I used to study eight hours a day.)

Edison sold newspapers before he became a famous scientist. (= Edison used to sell newspapers before he became a famous scientist.)

The personal pronoun you is also followed by were.

   The Simple Past is used to indicate an action completed in the past. It often occurs with adverbs or adverb phrases of past time.

The steamer sailed yesterday.

I received his letter a week ago.

She left school last year.

Sometimes this tense is used without an adverb of time. In such cases the time may be either implied or indicated by the context.

I learnt Hindi in Nagpur.

I didn't sleep well (i.e, last night).

Babar defeated Rana Sanga at Kanwaha.

The Simple Past is also used for past habits; as,

He studied many hours every day.

She always carried an umbrella.

                         The Future Indefinite 

The Future Indefinite is an analytical form which is built up by means of the auxiliary verbs shall (for the first person, singular and plural) and will (for the second and third persons, singular and plural) and the infinitive of the notional verb without the particle to (e.g. I shall see him tomorrow. He will see them tomorrow. You will see them tomorrow, etc.)._ Verbs. Finite Forms of The Verb 
It should be mentioned that in present-day English there is a tendency to use will for all the persons. Besides, the difference in the use of shall and will disappears altogether in spoken English where the contracted form 'U is used with all the persons (e.g. I'll see him tomorrow. She'll see him tomorrow. They'll see him tomorrow, etc.).

The auxiliary verbs shall and will are used to build up the interrogative and the negative forms, too (e.g. Shall we see you tomorrow? 
Will they see him tomorrow? I shall not see you tomorrow.

You will not see me tomorrow, etc.').

In spoken English the contracted forms shan't and won't are commonly used in negative sentences.

§ 39. The Future Indefinite is found only in present-time contexts.

It is by far the most common oi all the finite forms referring an action to the future. Although it is widely used in English, it is somewhat restricted in its application owing to a number of reasons which will be dealt with below.

The Future Indefinite may be used to express:

1) a single point action that will be completed in the future, e.g. It will ruin her.

I know I'm right, and one of these days you'll realize it.

2) an action occupying a whole period of time in the future, e.g. I think I shall remain in love with you all my life. I hope you'll live for many years.

3) a succession of actions in the future, e.g. I shall wait in the next room and come back when she's gone.

We'll just talk about the weather and the crops for a few minutes and then we'll have dinner.

4) some recurrent actions in the future, e.g. I shall come along as often as possible.

I hope we shall see something of you while you are in London.

5) some permanent future actions generally characterizing the person denoted by the subject of the sentence, e.g. I'm afraid he'll be a bit lonely, poor darling.

The old age pension will keep me in bread, tea and onions, and what more does an old man want?

The Present Subjunctive also occurs in some set expressions.

Far be it from me to contradict you. — У меня и в мыслях не было противоречить вам.
In American English the Present Subjunctive is used not only in the above mentioned cases but also in colloquial language.

Yates called the hospital and insisted that one of the doctors come to the phone. (Heym) — Йейтс позвонил в госпиталь и потребовал, чтобы кто-нибудь из врачей подошел к теле​фону.
II. The Past Subjunctive. In the Past Subjunctive the verb to be has the form were for all the persons singular and plural, which in the singular differs from the corresponding form of the Indicative Mood (the Past Indefinite).

Note. Occasionally the form was, which coincides with the form of the Indicative Mood, can be found in the singular, especially in less formal style. But were is by far preferrable.

I know I am affectionate. I wouldn’t say it, if I wasn’t certain that I am. (Dickens)
I want to go everywhere, I wish I were a gipsy. (Galsworthy) _ Мне хочется всюду побывать. Я хотела бы быть цыганкой.
I wished he were less remote. (Du Maurier) — Я хотела бы, чтобы он не был таким отчужденным.

The analytical forms of the Subjunctive Mood consist of the mood auxiliaries should, would, may (might) ox shall (which is seldom used) and the infinitive of the notional verb.

Mr. Barkis... proposed that my pocket-handkerchief should be spread upon the horse’s back to dry. (Dickens) — Мистер Баркис предложил положить мой носовой платок на спину лошади, чтобы он просох.
Yates wished Bing would stop thanking him, but Bing went on. (Heym) — Йейтсу хотелось, чтобы Бинг перестал благодарить его, но Бинг все благодарил.
Whoever you may be, Sir, I am deeply grateful to you. (Dick​ens) — Кто бы вы ни были, сэр, я вам глубоко признате​лен.
She lowered the blind and closed the shutters that he might not see the sun set. (Voynich) — Она спустила шторы и закрыла ставни, чтобы он не видел, как заходит солнце.
Mood auxiliaries have developed from modal verbs, which have lost their modality and serve to form the analytical Subjunctive. Still there are cases when mood auxiliaries retain a shade of modality, for instance the verb might in adverbial clauses of purpose.

Lizzie stood upon the causeway that her father might see her. (Dickens) — Лиззи стояла на дамбе, чтобы отец увидел ее (мог увидеть ее).
In Modern English the same meaning as is expressed by the Subjunctive Mood may also be rendered by the forms of the Indicative Mood — the Past Indefinite, the Past Perfect and occasionally the Past Continuous and the Past Perfect Continuous.

In adverbial clauses of condition the Past Indefinite denotes an unreal condition referring to the present or future; the Past Perfect denotes an unreal condition referring to the past.

The room is so low that the head of the tallest of the visitors would touch the blackened ceiling if he stood upright. (Dick​ens) — Комната такая низкая, что голова самого высокого из посетителей коснулась бы закопченного потолка, если бы он выпрямился.
The noise about her was frightful, so deafening that if she had shouted aloud she would not have heard her own voice. (Cro​nin) — Шум вокруг нее был ужасный, такой оглушительный, что если бы она громко закричала, она не услышала бы своего собственного голоса.
In other types of subordinate clauses the Past Indefinite denotes an action simultaneous with the action expressed in the principal clause; the Past Perfect denotes an action prior to that of the principal clause.

He (Mr. Barkis) sat looking at the horse’s ears as if he saw some​thing new there. (Dickens) — Мистер Баркис сидел, глядя на уши лошади, как будто он видел там что-то новое.
I felt as if the visit had diminished the separation between Ada and me. (Dickens) — У меня было такое чувство, как будто этот визит сблизил нас с Адой.
The Past Continuous and the Past Perfect Continuous are less frequently used.

They looked as if they were fighting for their life. (Eliot) — Они выглядели так, как будто они боролись за свою жизнь.
The mother’s delicate eyelids were pink, as if she had been cry​ing half the night. (Eliot) — Нежные веки матери покраснели, как будто бы она проплакала половину ночи.
Note. In some grammars these forms are considered to be the forms of the Subjunctive Mood, homonymous with the forms of the Indicative Mood.

The Use of the Subjunctive Mood

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Topic 22. The Interjection
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Grammar Teaching in the Grammar Translation Method
This method is also referred to as explicit grammar teaching. Lists of words and grammar rules were typically used in the classroom. The point of departure in grammar was the sentence.

Larsen-Freeman has revealed that the GTM claimed that grammar rules are presented with examples. Once students understand a rule, they are asked to apply it to some different examples. The aim of this method is that abstract grammar rules were taught deductively, i.e. the rules were presented before practical examples of the rules were given.

According to Mohammed Aslam, the GTM was replaced by structural theory through the Direct Method, the Audio- lingual Method and the Situational Language Teaching, in addition to the Communicative Method. All of them have different views of the GTM.

Grammar Teaching in the Direct Method

Larsen-Freeman indicates that one principle of the Direct Method is that 'grammar should be taught inductively. There may never be an explicit grammar rule given'. In supporting this point of view, Mohammed Aslam points out that some objectives of the Direct Method are the use of every day vocabulary and structures and grammar is taught inductively.

Grammar Teaching in the Audio-lingual Method

Thornbury reveals that audiolingualism derived its theoretical base from behaviourist psychology which considered language simply as a form of behaviour to be learned through the formation of correct habits. Larsen-Freeman, the major objective ofь language teaching should be for students to acquire the structural patterns; students will learn vocabulary afterward. Sentences were put into substitution tables and practised over and over again, preferably in language laboratories, in order to let the learners listen to their own pronunciation as well. In a substitution table, learners could easily observe the grammatical functions of words after oral practice of the sentences. 

Grammar Teaching in the Communicative Method

Thornbury explains that the development of the Communicative Language Teaching in 1970s was motivated by developments in the new science and sociolinguistics, and the belief that communication competence consists of more than simply the knowledge of the rules of grammar. The CLT in the shallow –end version at least did not reject grammar teaching out of hand. Thornbury (ibid) adds that in fact, grammar was still the main component of the syllabus of the CLT courses, even if it was addressed up in functional labels.

To conclude, most of the methods of language teaching up to 1970s adhered the grammar syllabus; however, after 1970s the status of grammar teaching in the various methods of teaching differed from a method to other.

Methods to Grammar Teaching

English language Teaching is interested with a task of helping students to acquire grammatical knowledge. The teachers have the responsibility to develop the students' knowledge and skills of grammar by using appropriate strategies and effective methods to teach grammar. But what is considered appropriate and effective remains elusive as teachers are not given well-defined guidelines to teach grammar. Therefore, the absence of any clear guidance on how to approach grammar necessitates teachers making their own interpretations and following various methods in teaching grammar and different views of grammar in language teaching methods. Here are some methods of teaching adopted by teachers of grammar in their practices of teaching in classrooms.

Teaching Grammar Deductively

Thornburry states that 'deductive approach to grammar teaching, which is often called rule-driven learning starts with presentation of rules and is followed with examples'. This is the approach used in the Grammar Translation Method where teaching begins with presentation of grammar rules and proceeds to practice of the rules involving the translation into and out of the students' first language. Dealing with the teaching of grammar, the deductive approach maintains that a teacher teaches grammar by presenting grammatical rules, and then examples of sentences are presented. Once learners understand rules, they are told to apply the rules given to various examples of sentences. Giving the grammatical rules means no more than directing learners’ attention to the problem discussed. Nunan (1991: p. 158) reveals that in dealing with any grammatical point in English, two basic approaches are possible. One of them is a deductive approach in which teachers give explicit attention to the differences in form.

Teaching Grammar Inductively

Singh indicates that in this approach learners are exposed to a lot of language data

but are not given explicit rules. According to Thornbury, 'this approach can be called a discovery learning approach since it starts with some examples from which a rule is inferred'. Richards et al as cited in Nunan indicate that 'with inductive learning or learning by induction, learners are not taught grammatical or other types of rules directly but are left to discover or induced rules from their experience of using language'.

Teaching Grammar Focusing on Form or Focusing on Forms It is necessary to define as clearly as possible exactly what these terms mean, form and forms.

Long and Robinson explain that focus on form as 'an occasional shift of attention to linguistic code features by the teacher and one or more students triggered by perceived  problems with comprehension or production'. Ellis defines focus on form as 'any planned or incidental instructional activity that is intended to induce language learners to pay attention to linguistic form.

Teaching Grammar Focusing on Meaning

Focus on meaning is an approach where the main concern is the communication of meaning without any attention given to the forms used to convey this. The Natural Approach of Krashen and Terrell and other so-called noninterventionist approaches are examples of this option.

The starting point of focus on meaning is not the language, but the learner and the learning processes. It is believed that second language acquisition is essentially similar to first language acquisition; therefore, creating similar conditions should be necessary and sufficient for second language acquisition.

Teaching Grammar by Combining Forms and Meaning Based Instruction

There are clear advantages and disadvantages of the above mentioned approaches to an extreme focus on either instruction, i.e. focusing on forms or meaning. According to Van Lier, the traditional grammatical pedagogy is out-of-date and teaching grammatical forms in isolation does not lead to successful development in using forms communicatively. The middle way, covering form and meaning, accuracy and fluency, would seem to be the most sensible way to proceed, and indeed there currently appears to be a general consensus that it is unwise to neglect either area. According to Fotos, that early communicative approaches to foreign language teaching for such instructions can be conducted in two main ways: The first one is based on the fact that '… learners should be able to notice, then process linguistic structures which have been introduced to them within purely communicative contexts'.

Teaching Grammar Using Task-based Approach

Task- based approach to grammar instruction that is more meaning- focused than ruled focused has been appeared in the field of teaching. According to Richards and Rodgers, “task- based teaching can be regarded as a recent version of communicative methodology”. This method is a learner centered approach. According to this approach, the need for introducing a certain grammatical rule arises in the first place because of the need of the learner to communicate. This model of teaching grammar, as Thornbury explains, adopts a fluency to accuracy sequence, put simply the learning cycle begins with the meanings that learners wants to convey. Nunan defines a communicative task as ' a piece of classroom work which involves learners in comprehending, manipulating, producing or interacting in the target language while their attention is principally focused on meaning rather than form. Thornbury reveals that task- based approach has its own problems such as the selection of tasks, the ordering of tasks and the evaluation of tasks. Due to these problems tasked-based teaching has had a mixed reception. Nevertheless many teachers are finding ways of marrying elements of a task-based approach with traditional syllabus. Carter andь Nunan point out that in task-based approach language development is prompted by language use, with the study of language form playing a secondary role.






Grammar terms

Adjective: a word, phrase, or clause that describes a noun or pronoun.

Adverb: a word, phrase, or clause that modifies the meaning of a verb, adjective, or other adverb.

Antecedent: the noun or noun phrase to which a pronoun refers.

Appositive: a noun or noun phrase that identifies or modifies the noun or pronoun that comes immediately before it—e.g., Joey, my boyfriend, wanted pizza.
Article: a type of adjective used to indicate specificity. In English, the only articles are the, a, and an.

Auxiliary verb: an irregular verb that provides information about another verb. The main ones are to have and to be.

Case: the property of a noun or pronoun that indicates how it relates to other parts of a sentence. The three cases in English are nominative, possessive, and objective.

Collective noun: a count noun referring to a group—e.g., staff, band, group.

Comparative: indicating that something has a quality to a greater or lesser degree than something else. For example, faster, prettier, and more equitable are comparative adjectives. Comparative adverbs usually take more.

Complement: a word or phrase that completes the meaning of a verb. The main types are objects, predicate nouns, and predicate adjectives.

Conjunction: a word or phrase that links words, phrases, clauses, or sentences.

Conjunctive adverb: an adverb that functions as a conjunction—for example, however, therefore, hence.

Contraction: an abbreviation of a word or phrase formed by omitting letters, usually replacing the omitted letters with an apostrophe—e.g., can’t, we’ll, he’d.

Conventional: significantly more common than alternative forms.

Count noun: a noun that can be singular or plural.

Dangler (or dangling modifier): a modifier, especially at the beginning of a sentence, positioned to modify the wrong word or no word at all—e.g., Leaving home, the weather was nice.

Direct object: the noun or pronoun referring to a person or thing acted upon directly by the action of a verb—e.g., I’m writing a book.
First person: the person of a clause when the speaker is speaking of himself or herself.

Gerund: an –ing verb form that functions as a noun—e.g., Running is fun. Gerunds are identical to present participles, which usually function as adjectives.

Grammar: the set of rules one needs to know in order to competently form sentences in a language.

Imperative mood: the mood of a verb when its clause makes a command or a request—e.g., Read me that book.

Indicative mood: the mood of a verb when its clause states a fact or opinion or asks a question—e.g., Grammar is easy.

Indirect object: a noun or pronoun denoting a person or thing acted upon indirectly by the action of a verb—e.g., I gave the book to him.
Infinitive: the uninflected form of a verb, usually preceded by to. Infinitives are usually nouns—e.g., To write well is not easy.

Intensifier: an adverb that amplifies the meaning of the adjective it modifies—e.g., very, quite, rather.

Interjection: a short word or phrase that suddenly and briefly expresses an emotion or reaction—e.g., oh, wow, ahem.

Modifier: a word or phrase, especially an adjective or adverb, that modifies the meaning of another word or phrase.

Mood: the quality of a verb that expresses the speaker’s attitude toward the likelihood, existence, or desirability of the verb’s action. In English, the three moods are indicative, imperative, and subjunctive.

Nominative case: a noun’s or pronoun’s case when it is the subject or complement of a verb.

Noun: a word denoting anything that can be named, usually an object, person, place, idea, or action.

Number: the quality of a noun, pronoun, or verb that indicates whether it refers to a single person or thing or more than one.

Object: a noun or pronoun that receives the action of a verb.

Objective case: a noun’s or pronoun’s case when it is the object of a verb, preposition, or infinitive.

Participle: an -ed or -ing verb form used as an adjective or to form the progressive aspect or perfect tense.

Past participle: the participial form of a verb usually identical to the past-tense form (ending in -ed)—though there are many irregular past participles.

Perfect participle: a participle taking the form of having plus the past participle—e.g., having had, having gone.

Person: the quality of a clause that indicates whom the speaker is speaking about.

Phrase: a group of two or more words that function together yet have no subject or predicate.

Possessive case: a noun’s or pronoun’s case when its relationship to another element in the sentence is one of ownership, association, or belonging.

Predicate: the part of a clause that tells what the subject does, what is done to the subject, or what is being said about the subject.

Prefix: a letter or group of letters added to the beginning of a word or word element to change its meaning.

Preposition: a word that links a noun or pronoun to another type of word.

Present participle: a participle ending in -ing.

Pronoun: a word that stands in for a noun.

Second person: the person of a clause when the speaker is speaking of the person spoken to.

Sentence: a group of words expressing a complete thought and containing at least one independent clause.

Standard: generally favored by editors and professional writers in moderately formal to very formal language registers.

Subject: the person, place, or thing about which something is said in a clause.

Suffix: a letter or group of letters added to the end of a word or word element to change its meaning.

Style: a conventional or customary manner of presenting language. Different publishers, publications, editors, and authors may have different style preferences.

Subjunctive mood: the mood of a verb when its clause, which is necessarily dependent, addresses conditions that are contrary to fact—e.g., If I were good at grammar, I’d be a better writer. 
Superlative: indicating that something, when compared with two or more other things, has a quality to the greatest or least degree. For example, fastest, prettiest, and most equitable are superlative adjectives. Superlative adverbs usually take most.

Tense: the quality of a verb that expresses when the action occurred, occurs, or will occur.

Third person: the person of a clause when the speaker is speaking of someone who is neither the speaker nor the one spoken to.

Usage: the way in which words and phrases are used by speakers of a language.

Verb: a word or phrase denoting an action.
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
